New in 2024, we are introducing a sustainable solution 
and a concerted effort to package our branded merch 
in corn-based PLA Bags, whenever possible.

Solar Powered HQ
Since 2018, our offices in Los Angeles have been 
powered by solar to help reduce our environmental 
impact.

Cardboard Recycling Program
Since 2022, we've partnered with Corridor Recycling to 
help minimize our additions to landfills through our
bi-monthly cardboard collection program.

SwagCycle
We continue to work with our clients by repurposing 
and redistributing out-of-date or unused promotional 
items to our local community, extending their lifespan 
and donating them to those in need. 

Signage Upcycling
In an effort to divert used signage from events and 
activations from going into landfills, we created a 
program to upcycle banners and turn them into 
commemorative bags.
